1. Module Description
Metropolitan Planning Studio is typically a Practicum whereby students are required to prepare a strategic spatial plan. This is an opportunity for interrogating the relationship between spatial planning and infrastructure practically. 

Three modules are suggested;

One. Analysis of how infrastructure investment has affected spatial change in a specific part of the metropolitan area;

Two. Scenario formulation considering actors in the infrastructure terrain;

Three. Proposal on a specific infrastructure intervention. 
2. Entry and Technical Requirements 
· Urban Infrastructure course or similar.
· Access to GIS data (GIS Skills)
· Mapping equipment 
· Support documentation on the case area
3. Module Deliverable(s)
· Group presentation and 1-2 page report

· 2 schematic maps
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4. Module Format
This module runs over three morning sessions in one week. 

Day 1

Students are presented with a case from the city under question. It could be an existing large-scale infrastructure intervention such as a new airport, or a project driven by infrastructure investment such as an inner city mixed use development. Criteria for choice of case are:
· The case must be well documented in the media or elsewhere;

· Clarity on all the actors involved is absolutely necessary;

· The case must be in the city that the Practicum is based in. 
Students are divided into groups with at least four members each. Depending on how big the class is, alternative scenarios are formulated with regards to the case. Scenarios could involve funding being halted, withdrawal of political support, programming issues etc. Each scenario specifically outlines the role players in each group. A solution is sought with group members taking on their roles. 

Day 1 is spent briefing students and giving them space to caucus. 

Day 2

Students present their solutions in groups. Lead questions enable cross-class discussion on the implications of all the inputs. 
Day 3
Students are now required to produce a short report and report on what they think the spatial implication is of their solution. This should comprise two maps; the existing status quo of the case; and their own scenario solution. 
5. Practicum Input
This deliverable then forms part of the visioning report to be submitted by students for their spatial plan. The intention is to equip them with the skills to use these tools in the whole metropolitan area. Since real-life engagement with stakeholders is limited, this enables students to reflect on stakeholder issues.
